As a result of the study of the discipline, the applicant of the third (educational-scientific)
level of higher education in specialty 051 "Economics" should

know:

» the nature, prerequisites and factors behind the global economy;

» trends of globalization of economic development;

» patterns of global business corporatization and the genesis of global economic
integration;

» nature, forms, models and competitive advantages of regional economic integration in
global development conditions;

» dynamics of processes of institutionalization of global economic development;

» forms and mechanisms of socialization of the global economy;

» mechanisms and tools for counter-cyclical regulation of economies in the global system;

» directions of integration of Ukraine into the global economic space.

be able:

» to characterize the essence of the factors of globalization, forms of manifestation of
globalization; to formulate features of the global economy;

» to analyze key global problems of economic development through the civilization
dimension of global economic processes;

» to evaluate problems of international business development in the conditions of
globalization;

» determine the regulatory priorities for shaping contemporary international economic
policy;

» principles of organizing international economic governance processes;

» activity of regions, industries, inter-sectoral complexes.
