Discipline annotation

The program of the discipline determines the total amount of knowledge and skills that are
required for students of the third (educational-scientific) level of higher education in specialty 051
"Economics” in the study of special disciplines, as well as in the process of scientific and
professional work.

- ability to analyze and critically perceive media texts, - determine the essence of media
competence; - disclosure of didactic, psycho-pedagogical and methodological aspects of the use of
media in teaching and upbringing; - study of the impact of different media on the education and
upbringing of young people, the possible consequences of their negative impact.

As a result of studying the subject "Media education and media literacy” the applicant of
higher education of the degree of Doctor of Philosophy should

know:

> legislative and regulatory acts on the adaptation of postgraduate students to the modern
socio-economic conditions of society;

» state policy on youth NGOs on social adaptation issues; formation and development of
youth, promotion of youth employment in the socio-economic sector;

> the role of the media in shaping the multicultural picture of the world;
pedagogical aspects of media literacy;
functions and classification of mass media according;
social aspects of deviance as a form of social maladaptation;
methodological aspects of media training and media literacy basics;
specialized computer programs and virtual reality systems;
training resources of the global Internet;

> rules of communication culture in the information society and methods of protection
against possible negative influences in the process of mass communication.

be able:

» identify manipulative media content;

> to provide a reasoned critical review of audiovisual and printed information, to prepare
reviews;

> evaluate the content, form and style of audiovisual and printed information;

> to apply rational methods of search, selection, systematization and use of audiovisual
and printed information;

» to verify and classify sources of information;

» distinguish information by level of influence on the personality, analyze and evaluate
the texts of media reports;

» decrypt and use media encoded information.
