Discipline annotation

The program of the discipline determines the total amount of knowledge and skills that
are required for students of the third (educational-scientific) level of higher education in
specialty 051 "Economics" in the study of special disciplines, as well as in the process of
scientific and professional work.

Aim of the course: understanding of the main problems of modern economic theory, its
leading directions and patterns of development; providing knowledge about the basic directions
of development of modern economic thought; systematization of knowledge about the
representation of representatives of basic, schools and currents of economic science on the
essence and mechanisms of functioning of economic systems from the positions of the main
schools of modern economic theory.

Objectives: study of economic ideas and proposals in view of their relevance to certain
areas of modern economic thought; gaining the ability to analyze economic situations from the
standpoint of different contemporary economic concepts and the relationship of economic policy
with modern theoretical perspectives; ensuring the fundamental economic training of specialists,
taking into account the best interests of world theoretical thought; mastering the categorical
conceptual apparatus and methodology of research of different schools; forming ideas about the
main and alternative currents of modern economic thought; analysis of the scientific contribution
of individual representatives, schools and directions of modern economic theory.

As a result of studying the discipline, the student must

know:

» main directions of development of modern economic thought;

» economic laws governing the production, distribution, exchange and consumption of
vital goods in different economic systems;

» mechanism of action and application of economic laws at macro and micro levels;

» strategic trends in the evolution of socio-economic systems in the 21st century.

be able:

» to analyze economic phenomena and processes in order to substantiate new trends
and models of national economy development;

» make practical recommendations based on the analysis and evaluation of financial,
economic and organizational-managerial phenomena in the national economy;

» to evaluate the existing economic environment and to predict the strategic
development of different sectors and spheres of the national economy, based on exogenous and
endogenous criteria;

» make practical decisions on the optimal application of the acquired knowledge in the
performance of their professional duties.

The volume of the discipline is 150 hours,
including 22 - lectures, 16 - practical and 112 hours of self-study.
Type of knowledge control at the end of the course - test.
