ABSTRACT OF THE DISCIPLINE

graduates, as future teachers of higher education institutions, the necessary
competences of pedagogical activities and the development of their pedagogical
mastery is the basis of a high-quality and effective educational process in higher

education.

The goal is to prepare educational and scientific level holders (specialists of the
highest qualification) for pedagogical activities in higher education institutions. To
provide future doctors of philosophy with the necessary knowledge about the
peculiarities of the educational process in a specialized institution of higher

education.

be able:

possess the teacher's speech culture;

use elements of acting skills;

communicate both with applicants and colleagues;

resolve conflict situations;

use persuasion and suggestion as means of pedagogical influence;

develop and apply organizational-pedagogical, psychological-pedagogical

conditions for the organization of students' educational activities.
