Abstract of the discipline
"Problems of the economy of sustainable development”

The program of the discipline determines the total amount of knowledge and skills required
for applicants for the third (educational and scientific) level of higher education in the specialty 051
"Economics” in the study of special disciplines, as well as in the process of scientific and
professional work.

The purpose of the discipline: the formation of modern thinking in future professionals
based on the concept of sustainable economic development and a system of special knowledge in
management, acquiring practical skills of organization and management through a systematic
approach and taking into account the environmental and quality of life. As well as the advancement
of society on the path of sustainable development and ensuring safe living conditions for humanity
in the future.

The task of the discipline is to form in the applicants of the third (educational and scientific)
level of the knowledge system on the basis of sustainable economic development; acquisition of
skills and ability to independently solve certain practical issues, taking into account the impact of
the consequences of activities for sustainable economic development; be able to identify the main
aspects of activities that have an impact on sustainable development; be able to identify the
problems facing society and which can be solved by using and adhering to the principles of
sustainable economic development; assess the factors influencing the sustainable development of
the economy; have a general idea of methods, means of solving emerging problems that hinder
sustainable economic development; to acquire knowledge and skills to use the principles of
sustainable development to resolve conflicts between different economic interests of groups in
society and the individual in specific practical situations.

As a result of studying the discipline, the applicant of the third (educational and scientific)
level of higher education in the specialty 051 "Economics" must

know:

> basic information about the current world trends in the direction of sustainable
development of mankind.

to the principles of sustainable development;

> have a general idea of the methods, means of solving emerging problems that hinder
the sustainable development of the economy;

> perform calculations of index indicators of sustainable development;

> use the main set of indicators of sustainable development;



> to be guided in modern methods of definition of technogenic, ecological, economic,
and social safety of the person;

> use the principles of sustainable development to resolve conflicts between different
interests of society and an individual or group in specific practical situations.

The volume of the discipline is 150 hours,
including 14 lectures, 24 practical and 112 hours of self-study.
