The program of the discipline determines the total amount of knowledge and skills required
for applicants of the third (educational and scientific) level of higher education in the specialty 051
"Economics” in the study of special disciplines, as well as in the process of scientific and
professional work.

The purpose of the discipline - is to provide students with theoretical knowledge, as well
as the acquisition of the necessary practical skills in the field of economic knowledge, which
synthesizes ideas about the spatial aspects of economic activity.

Obijectives of the discipline: as a result of studying the discipline the applicant must
disclose the general and special in the spatial economic system, institutional factors and their
impact on the specifics of economic development, the functional role of the state in economic
management and its integration into the world economy. aimed at economic development of the
extreme and the region, improving the quality of life; to study the theory of social welfare of the
social market economy, to understand the basic principles of statehood, democracy, ensuring
economic freedom and economic order; the main tools of effective economic growth policy in the
spatial economy; goals and directions of foreign economic policy of the state; learn to think
economically, logically and meaningfully explain the phenomena and processes in the state
national and regional economic policy, to combine the acquired knowledge with the future
specialty.

> thorough knowledge of the subject area and understanding of the profession;

> works of leading foreign scientists, scientific schools and fundamental works in the

field of research, to formulate the purpose of own scientific research as a component of the
general civilizational process;

> factors influencing economic processes, offering methods for adjusting scenarios

of their development.

be able:

> ability to show knowledge and understanding of the problems of the subject area,

the basics of the modern economy at the micro, meso, macro and international levels;

> ability to explain economic and social processes and phenomena on the basis of

theoretical models, to analyze and meaningfully interpret the obtained results;

> understanding of the peculiarities of the modern world and national economy, their

institutional structure, substantiation of the directions of social, economic and foreign economic
policy of the state.

The volume of the discipline is 150 hours,
including 14 lectures, 24 practical and 112 hours of self-study.
