Annotation of the course “Psychology of Manipulation”

At the heart of indicators of quality of vocational education according to the
definition of the European community of countries are such competencies as social
competence and communication. The ability to take responsibility, together with others
to make certain decisions and implement them, to reconcile their own interests with the
needs of society, to have manipulative techniques — are important indicators of a
specialist in modern conditions. That is why the proposed course is important in the
preparation of applicants for the third (educational and scientific) level of higher

education.

The goal — students master the basic theoretical approaches to the study of
manipulation in interpersonal relationships of professional activity and social life,
understanding the importance of the influencing process that promotes self-realization
in professional and personal relationships, information exchange in decision-making,
self-presentation and self-implementation, building a culture of influencing in social
life.

Course objectives.

1. Mastering the theoretical foundations of the process of influence,
manifestation and perception of personality of manipulation.

2. Disclosure of the relationship between success in professional activities and
the ethics of the use of manipulative technologies.

3. Formation of skills and abilities of applicants to analyze the content of
manipulative acts and model feedback.

4. Preparation for public speaking taking into account the audience, verbal and
nonverbal methods of the technics of manipulation with the use socio-psychological

characteristics of communication, methods of motivation, active listening etc.



As a result of studying this course, the applicant must

know:

1. Professional terminology describing manipulative techniques, manipulative
processes and their components.

2. Characteristics and components of effective manipulation.

3. Features of manipulative communication.

4. Features of techniques of protection of manipulation.

5. Content, structure, stages of preparation of a public speech with the use of
manipulative influence.

be able to:

1. determine manipulative competencies, process, manifestation and perception
of influence and manipulative techniques;

2. analyze the specifics of manipulative communication in the process of
interaction;

3. understand manipulative message within the defined sphere and situation of
communication;

4. to build a dialogue on the purpose, taking into account the peculiarities of the
interlocutor and if necessary to use techniques of protection of manipulative influence;

5. apply the latest advances in manipulation psychology for personal and
professional growth;

6. identify the most effective means of manipulative influence on the interlocutor
and the audience;

7. be able to analyze interpersonal influences and to counter the negative effects;

8. predict, analyze and interpret the results of the interaction of manipulative
influence.

The volume of the discipline is 150 hours,
including 14 lectures, 24 practical and 112 hours of self-study.
